I think it is important to know about honors education is that it
really represents not a nonspecific discipline but in fact an interdisciplinary
perspective. Regardless of a student’s vocation or major, our students need to
be taught how to address the challenges of the twenty-first century, whether
on a global or a local scale. Our students need to be able to listen to others
with divergent opinions and from different backgrounds in order to reach a
compromise and create community, and finally our students need an ethical
compass that help them to understand the more applications of their actions. I
think working together in a conference such as yours provides opportunities to
exchange and collaboration that really result in a project that is a lot larger than
some of its parts. And I am very happy that [ can be a little small part of this,
even though I cannot join you there today.

Maria Tarasova: We are having conference to discuss the advantages for
Russian universities to have honors colleges. So that is not a common practice
in Russian universities. What would you say to prove it is important? Which

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are two or three major benefits that you would say to a rector or provost of the
university, why a university should have an honors college?

Naomi Yavneh-Klos: Well, first of all, I think, when you look at honors
students they are students that tend to be more motivated, who tend to be
more engaged, who want more. They are the ones who are asking all the big
questions. When they were little kids they started like ‘Why?’, ‘The sky is blue
— Why?’, ‘Why is there winter?” And so I feel that really in order to support
those students you need to have a curriculum that’s going to enrich them so
that it will elevate their abilities, and really work with them to be able, as I said,
to address these really large challenges and to be able to work collaboratively
with others. Sometimes honors students have had the experience in high school
where they are put in a group and they are the only person working so they
are afraid of being collaborative. So one of the things we can really teach
them is how we work collaboratively so that you can really achieve something,
that’s impressive. I think in terms of talking to provosts and other people
about resources, one of the challenges that comes up at least in the US is that
they say: ‘Well, these students are already smart, so they would do fine by
themselves, or is it fair to give money to these special people?’ But the thing
is that when you have a good honors program for college it really elevates the
rest of the institution. Your students are setting the tone of higher ability. And
if you create a strong sense of community, very often the honors students are
not sitting around saying ‘Oh! I am in honors, you’re not in honors’, but they
are like ‘Oh! You are excited about these things! Come be in honors!’, and
they can teach other people how to function at that level at which they are
functioning. And to ask that kind of questions that seek answers to those larger
questions.

I think, even if look at students who have sort of the same type of
credentials coming into one university, and one of them is placed in the honors
program, and one of them is not, the one who is placed in the honor program is
more likely to graduate in four years, is more likely to have a higher GPA, and
is more likely to be committed, because the kind of things that we do in honors,
the experiential learning, the personal attention, the interdisciplinary work,
that really sort of cultivates of an engagement, that results in students who,
first of all, are very successful onto themselves and are happy, but also from
a rector’s perspective or provost’s perspective, whose are the ones who get
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into prestigious graduate schools, whose are the ones who receive international
scholarships, like that’s of Cambridge, and it is really not necessarily that
they are smarted than then anybody, but it says that they are able to express
themselves, to think creatively and innovatively, and communicate.

I think one of the things that makes a good honor student, it does not
mean that honors students are actually extraverted, but I think one of the things
that honors education can really cultivate is a sense of community, and of an
intellectual community, and a community of individuals who are responsible
for each other and care about each other. The way our high school system
works is a sort of everyone is for himself, and I think what honors helps into
this is this sense of how these ways of meaning connected to each other and
again how we can work together. So instead of being in a sense of competition,
it is team work, and students can be really engaged by that and they are no
longer thinking about what is this for me and how can show how great I am.
Of course we still have a few of these people, but the rest of the honor students
think ‘Ok, how can we solve this problem together’. And I think that is the
piece that is missing. Sometimes when you look at the economy of education,
you are like thinking of ‘how much more information can we put into this
student?’” And a really bright student probably has a lot of information, but it
is more of a question of how can we get him to use it for something else,or for
something bigger.

Maria Tarasova: What is the best way to teach honors students, and
what is the best way to hire faculty for teaching honors students?

Naomi Yavneh-Klos: In terms of pedagogy, students learn best by doing.
So ways in which they are interacting with each other as well as the professor
in the classroom, if they are dealing with the community issue, going out in the
community and learning how to the community feels about that issue, right,
and [ am going to fix it, | am going to hear what do you think about this, what do
you think your community needs, I think that is very important. So education
should be interactive. Education where they are really being called a part, to
read or otherwise to look at a variety of perspectives, and create a synthesis,
so I think sort of a standard textbooks, like a little paragraph about this or
that, that’s not going to work for honors students, that’s not the most engaged
kind of pedagogy, of course. I have already said about collaborative work,
how important it is. I think, definitely the opportunity to try new experiences,
whether this to go study abroad, or to go to a different region of the country,
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or here in the US we have the ‘Partners in the Park’ program when students
from all over the country gather in national parks.Sometimes people think of it
as of some kind of entertainment — hokey almost, like everybody are sitting at
the camp fire etc.But it is really a transformative experience, for they are in a
new space and they have to reevaluate things or work on how they can address
things like cooking dinner together with these bizarre ingredients.

In terms of finding good honors professors, first of all, it’s that they
really have to be committed to students. So it does not mean they have to be
great researchers, though lots of great researchers are also great teachers, and
I think it’s wonderful for students when they can work with somebody who is
really a leader in research. But I think, they have to have the ability to express
complex concepts in simple ways that newer learners can understand and
get excited by them. And especially the thing about honors clusters, because
they are interdisciplinary, you very often can have people from a variety of
backgrounds, just different backgrounds, and somebody who can break it
down in a way that you are an engineer and you understand this, but how
is the English major going to understand this, how the Sociology major can
understand this, and also how can you value, how can you give up your own
type of control of the classroom to value and say ‘I am an engineer, but what
does Sociology major bring in to the class?’. What is the prospective that the
Music major is bringing, or the Business major?That is important in terms of
teaching. And of course the classroom needs energy! Noone likes being in the
class and sitting bored.

Maria Tarasova: What are the challenges of honors education in your
perspective?

Naomi Yavneh-Klos: One of the challenges that tends unfortunately to
be universal, is the competition for resources. Sometimes, when an honors
program is new, when the provost who supports honors, gets another job, and
suddenly they ask ‘why do we need to support honors?’ In the US, certainly,
there is really often one more challenge. People’s minds are in-between high-
ability students and high-need students, that somehow honors students are
not at risk, that anything you do for honors students it does not really matter,
because ‘they are so smart, and no matter how we treat them they are going to
be successful’. And that is not true. I think we have to be attentive about just
financial challenges and the kind of pedagogy that is really going to benefit
these high-ability students, but the fact that they are like other students in terms
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of there is a lot of anxiety among honors students. So moving away from that
specific challenges, another one is just that sometimes institutions or families
can send a message to students that education really needs to prepare you for a
career, that taking these honors classes where you doing extra project, you are
putting into this interdisciplinary work, or something that is not on the track,
like ‘here is what you need to do to major in accounting or chemistry, and if you
do this honors thing it is sometimes somehow distracting you.” So that can be
a piece and combined with proliferation of other requirements. I have seen this
in a lot of institutions where a chemistry department might say ‘oh well, but
they need the course of this, they need the course of this, they need the course
of this’, and that will carve away from the time they can be put into other
pieces. Or sometimes people’s families say that you should not do honors, may
be your grades will not be as high, and you will not get it to the medical school.
That not really true. I think beyond that there is always a problem for us, the
problem of finding faculty, the competition between, at most institutions you
borrow honors faculty, so somebody in chemistry is going to teach honors,
or somebody in literature is going to teach honors, and so we run into this
problem that nobody ever says ‘why do we need a literature person to teach
this course in English?’ But in honors it will be like we have a restriction of
resources, and this literature person needs to teach these non-honors students,
and that is the way in which honors students get lost as they are not counted in
the number of students who need resources. So that is definitely a challenge.
And just in general thinking ahead to where is education going, at least from
an American perspective, in the twenty-first century with a lot of school being
financially challenged, some schools are closing. So that kind of issue, I think,
is one of the great challenges for us right now — convincing people of the added
value of the honors education.
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HONORS EDUCATION AS A GLOBAL TREND?

John Zubizarreta

I think that idea of beginning honors program, honors education in other
parts of the world is a fabulous idea. There is already a very strong tradition of
that in Europe, for example. And it is growing even in other countries, in Asia,
for example. I love the idea of having a conference on honors education in
Russia, and that the whole pedagogy involved in honors education is something
that educators are very interested in developing in Russia.

Let me tell you a little bit of background of why I am so excited about
this. I am a former president of the National Collegiate of Honors Council in
the US, and I have been lucky in having opportunities to go to other countries to
help develop honors education there. The best example was in the Netherlands,
where a very good friend of mine Marca Wolfensberger got very interested
in honors some fifteen years ago. I was at a conference in Sweden, and she
came up to me and said ‘Are you John Zubizarreta? I think somebody said
you know something about honors.” So we started talking at that point, and it
has been a great friendship ever since. But that was a beginning of developing
honors education in the Netherlands, now they were very lucky that they had
government funding for developing talent program as they call it,all across the
country. So they had financial support to develop honors programs in colleges
and universities all-throughout the Netherlands. So that was the beginning of
something that began to spread out of the Netherlands, and now we have, and
we know for a fact, honors programs of various kinds in all of the Benelux
countries, like Belgium, and outside that region —in Germany, France. [ have
worked and communicated with people in Mexico, in Spain, and I was very
lucky to go to Japan and help them think about how they can implement honors
education in some of their institutions, particularly in Tokyo. So the idea,

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the opportunity of having an honors conference in Russia is just so exciting
and very indicative of how honors education is something that is not just an
American idea. And secondly, it is not just about teaching a select number of
students and select number of courses, but it is an opportunity for faculty to
change their pedagogy, to learn something new about how to teach and how to
enhance students’ learning.

The principle of honors education, and I know it’s the mantra in my own
program, is that honors is not about more, it’s about different. And what we
mean by different is that a way of helping students learn in different ways, to
learn more creative strategies in the classroom, to enhance their experiential
opportunities in learning, that is learning outside the classroom. So there are
lots of wonderful things that are happening in honors education, and it is just
very expiring to see that it is working in Russia as well.

I have been both the director of the honors program and the director of
faculty development, so I was running both the honors program and the teaching
and learning cellar. So that gave me the wonderful privilege of working in
those two professional communities. So I have been to a lot of workshops and
a lot of conferences that have to do with pedagogy, with how to teach. And
for me, one of the things that is so important about honors is that honors is a
form of faculty development. It’s a way to figure out different ways of teaching
students. My mantra is I do not teach students, I teach each student each time.
And that means that I have to be ready to meet students where they are, and
the ways in which students’ learning preferences and their abilities change.
And so I have to change with them. Right? So for me faculty development
is crucial. And if I am going to have colleagues that are going to be teaching
honors courses, if they are going to be teaching an honors course in a way that
they have always been teaching a particular course, that may be ok, but I want
them to be reflectively aware of what they are doing, how they are doing it,
why they are doing it, and how are they going to help challenge students in a
way that is not going to kill them, because sometimes there is a perception that,
ok, I have honors students in this honors course, so I am going to make them
read three times as many books as everybody else, write twice as many papers,
and the tests are going to be... in other words, the misperception that because
you are teaching honors students in an honors course like you can teach them
like PhD students. But they are not! I mean they are still undergraduates. So
developmentally, they are not where graduate students might be. Sometimes
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faculty need to understand that we need to provide opportunities for them
to have these conversations, like we are having right now. And that’s a form
of faculty development. And that’s the way of helping faculty understand
what honors if, and how, perhaps, if they need to, change their pedagogical
approaches, change their teaching strategies to be able to challenge students
with higher expectations and higher standards, but not necessarily overwhelm
them, which can turn them off as learners. That’s a big challenge in honors.

Maria Tarasova: Another great formula you came up is that knowledge
is important, but not enough. Could you make the positive version of this
formula, what is important and enough?

John Zubizarreta: Yes, it is a good question. But remember when I also
said we need to be careful not to plain into those false academy, when there
is knowledge and there is what we do. And I think, of course, knowledge is
important, I never wanted just to throw that out. But your question is what
would I use to replace knowledge. And if you force me to answer that, |
would say learning, because accumulation of information or knowledge does
not necessarily result in learning. It may result in remembering a lot of facts,
formulas, skills and approaches, but it may not last, it may not change the
student. And so if you force me to replace and find another word for knowledge
and what we do in higher education, I would replace it with /earning. Because,
where | am interested in is helping students find ways not just to be good at
learning, but also, not instead of, but also how they are learning. When are they
learning? And how do they know that they are learning?

Maria Tarasova: 1 know you are theoretician yourself but do you have
some thinkers, to whom you can relate, and in our modern days’ education,
who are your standards, or who are your fellow researchers?

John Zubizarreta: Yes, 1 regularly turn to certain writers and educators
for inspiration, for reformation of what I believe in, and people, probably most
of them are American, which is unfortunate, but I do know some other writers
from elsewhere, right, Jennifer A. Moon, for example, is actually a Canadian,
but she lives in Britain, and she has written a lot about reflection, and she
has a book called “learning journals”, I have learned a lot from her. Stephen
Brookfield, who is a very prolific writer on the subject of critical thinking,
discussion-based thinking. I loved the work of bell hooks. These writers
understand that learning is more than just acquiring facts, these are the people
that inspire me. And, of course, there are many others that I read and reread,
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but I look for writers and educators who want to see education move in the
direction that facilitates critical reflection, deep learning, applied learning,
connected learning.

HONOURS PEDAGOGY?

I am really honored that you invited me to give just a small presentation
about honors education and more in detail about this signature pedagogy of
honors. In signature pedagogy we can teach in a way, that we can develop
talent in your place, in my place or in somebody else’s place. Some elements
of pedagogy we can take as a signature on order to develop talent.

When 1 talk about honors education it is education that is specially
developed for students who are able and willing to do more and maybe has
also the courage to do more. So, these courses, these programs, this education
is not “extra”, but it is “specially designed”. When we are teaching what can
a teacher do to evoke excellence among his or her students? For me it is a
very intriguing question and to find an answer on this question I did research
and I also wrote a book. The book is called “Teaching for Excellence”. I will
give you a few insides of this studying “Teaching for Excellence”. What can a
teacher do to evoke excellence among his students?

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In order to do this study I looked into honors education theories, mo-
tivational theories and, of course, a lot of research about gifted students and
gifted kids. Part of this research I brought into a model and now I will show
you the picture of this model (Pic.1). When you look at this picture you see
three strings and the title is “Education and personal encounters”. You see, that
these three strings consist of three main pillars of the honors signature. It’s
about academic competence. Academic competence is connected with creating
committed community and balancing between freedom and structure. So, the
first one is “Academic competence”. Academic competence has to do with
real content and the skills to show your competences. Academic competence
has to do with the fact that you, as a teacher, invite students to show his or her
talents. It’s very important, because only when you know the quality of your
student you can invite a student a little step further. For the student it’s really
very important that he or she can really show “I’m proud of what I’'m doing”.

The second pillar of this signature pedagogy is about creating commu-
nity and it is extremely important. As a student you do not want to feel alone.
You want to be in community with other students and also with the teacher.
For a teacher it is also very important to be in community with the students,
but not only with your students, but with a whole field and further. It is about
interdisciplinarity and you, as a teacher, are willing and able to connect with
other disciplines, and that you are willing and able to share all your knowledge
and your network with your students.

The third one is the balance between structure and freedom. And espe-
cially students, who are able and willing to do more, need more freedom. It’s
not just a freedom of choice: A or B. No, it is also a freedom of planning. It’s
a freedom of really following your motivation. It is a freedom of discovering
your passion. It’s about autonomy in a way, but it’s a boundary freedom be-
cause you, as a teacher, know your students because of this community. As
you know your students, you know where you have to put boundaries, so that
students do not wander about in a rose garden too far away. So, this balance
between structure and freedom is the most difficult skill for a teacher in order
to develop talent.

There is much more to tell you, so this is a cliff-hanger how to create a
safety to offer this freedom in a structured way. Maybe, next time I can tell you
more. Next time [ can also go more in detail about all the teaching strategies,
which are behind those three pillars, because there is a question: How do you
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offer this freedom? What is the main core business when we are talking about
academic competence? Can you give me the examples of how you can create
this committed community? Yes, of course, I can give you the examples. This
time we sharing for the first time a little bit of information we are wandering
around if we like travelling together. Maybe we like it and we can talk more
about it. ’'m also very curious how you are doing this kind of things, this kind
of teaching strategies within your classrooms. I’m really very curious to hear
your students about it if you are creating it in co-creation, for instance and how
you make students engaged in their learning.

I cannot stress enough how important it is to do all this kind of
adventures in education together. We need networks to make a meaning for life
together. This network making is so important for the community of honors.
That is one of the reasons why I made another study and it is in the book
«Talent Development in European Higher Education. Honors Programs in the
Benelux, Nordic and German-Speaking Countries». Unfortunately, Russia and
Siberia are not in this book. If you want international cooperation with the
Netherlands, with Denmark or with Germany, use this book. You can see how
people are organizing their education. It would be wonderful if one day we
would be able to make a book like this from Russia and neighboring countries.

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THE IMPORTANCE OF DEVELOPING HONORS
STUDENTS’ SOFT SKILLS*

I am so delighted to participate in the First International Honors College
Conference in Krasnoyarsk in 2018. I am an honors faculty fellow in the
Honors College at Texas Christian University. I have been at that university
for over twenty years and I have been associated with Honours education for
over a dozen years in various roles from starting a Business Honours program
to being an Honours faculty fellow, to leading Study Abroad programs, leading
Honours Theses within the university. Within NCHC I have been a member of
the Professional Development Committee, International Education Committee
and Teaching and Learning Committee. I’m also a co-founder of an Innovative
Faculty Development Program called Honours International Faculty Institute
that meets every other year at our university and in the Netherlands. I'm an
editorial board member of the Journal of the European Journal Council, and it
is my goal to help Honours Education become more International.

Maria Tarasova: In the Honors College of Siberian Federal University
we try to focus on developing soft skills in Honors College students. Can you
relate to that? Do you find that a promising idea?

Beata Jones: 1 think that traditionally talented people dive deep into the
disciplines. And we develop talent by providing more research opportunities
for the students and more challenges within the fields of their study. And we
really focus about the necessity in this day and age to allow the students to
in order to reach their full potential to also develop a breath of knowledge
as well as soft skills. So, in order to make students to be able to excel in the
twenty-first century, [ think, it is critical that we address not only their depth

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of development of the students within the disciplines, but we also provide a
variety of other prospective from other disciplines as well as teach them how
to work together, how to communicate effectively, how to learn to unlearn and
relearn, how to be innovative and come up with ideas that address problems
for specific individuals that are not only good ideas from the discipline but also
good solutions for the individual who are going to be using to solutions.

Maria Tarasova: Why do you think the soft skills are called ‘soft’ skills?

Beata Jones: 1 think that the soft skills might come to be named that way
or refer to that way simply because they traditionally have been considered not
the critical skills, not the hard skills of the domain. So, they are the softer, less
critical skills that are necessary in order to be successful. But I think that the
soft skills are now becoming more hard skills in order to be successful within
the disciplines and the competence within the field is taken for granted. That
at any job that you are going to have you assume that you are going to have
competence in art history or in computer science or in chemical engineering.
But then how you get along with people, how you negotiate with others, how
you collaborate with others, how you come up with innovative ideas. All
those skills are critical in order to be successful for you once you get the job.
So, some people, some of the recruiters that I’ve worked with of these who
have hired our students have declared: ‘I hire for competence but I fire for
behaviour’. That is because they do not just have the skills to be able to get
along with peers. You know, emotional intelligence is very important in order
to get along with people. Not everybody is communicating the same way you
are. And we need to learn how to work communicating and applying not only
what is known as the Golden Rule of ‘do unto others as you would have done
unto you’, but we’d now like to have the Platinum Rule, which is ‘do unto
others as they like to be done unto’. Understanding of people that you work
with, understanding what their expectations are and what they are expecting
for your expectations to be, helps people to collaborate and work together more
effectively. And the more diverse the group, the better the solution.

Maria Tarasova: 1 think they are the soft skills are because of the
flexibility they help the individual to achieve: both cognitive and communicative
flexibility. Soft skills allow to adjust to different cultures, different people,
different situations. If you are not flexible, then you are limited by your opinion
or position, or your specialization.

Can you now speak more about your own story in honors education?
How did you find soft skills so effective and critical?
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Beata Jones: 1 am originally from Poland. I left Poland when I was
ninteen. | have finished high school in Poland and I know it was all about
giving the depth of knowledge. I went to college in New York City. I graduated,
got my PhD in Computer Science. I had the depth of the discipline. I was
never an honors student, although I graduated number one in my class. In the
process of learning back in Poland I have found out that the way that bright
minds are supported by offering them scholarships to go and learn abroad.
And there is really little focus on talent development within universities.
There is talent development within firms. But talent development does not
occur within universities. In 2005 I was given an opportunity to stand up in
Honors program in the Business School at Texas Christian University, and
that program narrowly offered more challenge in classes that were designated
as Honors, but it offered Professional Development program around the soft
skills like leadership and communication. Students who graduated not only
had the depth of discipline and breath of the Business School acumen, but also
the soft skills that really exceeded expectation of the recruiters. So, what we
have found is that the students are so appreciative of the community they’ve
built within the program and the opportunities that were given to them through
the program, that they have become some of our most loyal graduates who
keep coming back and giving back their time, and talent, and money to support
the school. When I compare the model that I am accustomed to hear at my
university, Texas Christian University, and I look at what happens in Poland,
I am saddened to see that there are so many talented people who do not have
the opportunity to develop their full potential without leaving the country and
participating in some of these opportunities within the country. It would be
critical to make Honors education more global.

In the US Honors education has been for over fifty years. The European
Honours Council organized itself in 2016. And there are mostly Western
countries. There are some representatives from Romania in Eastern Europe.
I hope that Russia will have more presence now in the European Honours
Council. We have a lot of smart people in universities in that part of the
world, we have really talented people in Russia, in Eastern Europe, and they
are just not given the opportunity to fully develop themselves. Recently I had
an opportunity to meet Cisco vice president for Strategic Innovation who is
a graduate of my university, Texas Christian University, as well as Warsaw
School of Economics, and the Cisco president of Cracow. And we have

specifically talked about how people are hired for having the technical acumen,
but fired for totally lacking those soft skills that we are talking about. So we
are in conversation about bringing Honors Education to Poland, and if there
are any corporative partnerships that can be developed to make that happened.
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BEING HIP: HONORS AS AN INNOVATION
PLAYGROUND?

Honors programs have long been valued by their campuses for their
ability to attract, yield, and retain high achieving students. Of course, Honors
programs have the capacity to do much more for their campuses, even if not
every member of the university community is a formal member. By assuming
the role of an “Honors Innovation Playground” (HIP), Honors programs have
the capacity to transgress boundaries to have broader impact on learning and
student development, within and beyond classroom walls.

In this presentation, I explore what placing an Honors program in the
role of “start-up” can mean for propelling the campus’ educational vision
forward. As an Innovation Playground, the University Honors Program at
Northeastern University has intentionally sought opportunities to: (a) work
with faculty and campus professionals to design and test new opportunities
for learning to advance Honors education; and (b) provide an effective site
for the piloting of new initiatives brought to Honors by other members of the
university community. Both pathways have the aim of using what we learn
with high achieving students to refine our offerings and to evaluate which
initiatives may be scaled up to serve the wider campus community.

Broadening the Role of Honors Programs
Honors programs are constantly challenged to explain to the colleges
and departments that comprise their university why they should support and

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invest in them. Intentionally expanding the role that Honors programs can
play on campuses can not only help to make a strong case for these types of
investment, but it can also lead to some exciting outcomes.

Honors programs and colleges have long been prized by their campuses
for their ability to attract, yield, and retain high-achieving students. They
have done this by offering high-achieving students exceptionally high quality
courses, personal access to faculty, advising, global experiences, opportunities
for research and creative endeavors, and in some cases unique residential
experiences and scholarships. The focus has been on enabling high-achieving
students to flourish, intellectually, socially, globally, and professionally, all the
while meeting their distinct learning needs as curious, engaged, and prolific
learners.

Of course, Honors programs have the capacity to do much more for
their campuses, even if not every member of the university community is a
formal member. By assuming the role of an “Innovation Playground” (and
being HIP), Honors programs have the capacity to transgress boundaries to
have broader impact on learning and student development, within and beyond
classroom walls.

As an Innovation Playground, the University Honors Program at
Northeastern has intentionally sought opportunities to:

e work with faculty and campus professionals to design and test new
opportunities for learning; and

e provide a site for the ideating, prototyping, testing and revision of new
initiatives. These may be innovations developed by others—we provide

a receptive and safe context in which innovations can be tested before

being implemented in a big way.

Both of these functions have the aim of using what we learn with high
achieving students to refine our offerings and to evaluate which initiatives may
wisely be scaled up to serve the wider campus community.

Examples of Initiatives Developed by Honors that can be Scaled Up to
Serve the University.

As an Honors program, we have the luxury of flexibility and reach. The
initiatives we develop can flexibly span curricular and non-curricular initiatives,
including residential, global, discovery, service-learning, among others. Our
reach includes varied partners, including students, faculty, alumni, and co-
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op supervisors, and others. We can be interdisciplinary and collaborative in
ways that traditionally structured departments and colleges (which tend to be
rather siloed) may not. Below are some examples of how Honors programs
can develop initiatives that could ultimately be scaled up to serve the larger
university.

Honors courses: At the most basic level, the courses that Honors
faculty develop that prove to be successful can, be brought back to the faculty
members’ home department, if the department elects. Thus, more students can
benefit from outstanding new courses that incorporate experiential learning.

At Northeastern, we are also experimenting with some new types of
course configurations, which if they prove successful, could also be adopted
by the departments and colleges and implemented on a larger scale. For
example, we will increasingly offer courses that are jointly taught by two or
more faculty members who come from different departments to both increase
interdisciplinarity and provide visible models to students about how to
collaborate with those from fields generally thought to be distinct. We will
also experiment with new course formats, such as blocked courses that are
offered in a condensed format (e.g., an intense two-week experience) as well
as courses that incorporate global experiences over spring break, and 1-credit
stackable course options that provide an intense focus on selected topics that
are amenable to this type of configuration (e.g., courses on specific research
methods or creative processes). As Honors sponsors the cultivation of new types
of educational offerings such as these, we will be helping the departments and
colleges to provide more interesting and innovative options to their students.

Honors Research: Our Honors Early Research Awards Program has
motivated faculty to bring more undergraduates into their labs than ever
before. The funding that we’re able to provide to support research initiatives
of first and second year students has been instrumental for increasing the
number of faculty who are mentoring the research and creative endeavors of
undergraduates. This represents a change in culture for our campus.

Piloting New Campus Initiatives Designed for the Full Undergradu-
ate Population

As universities consider implementing bold new educational offerings,
it is wise for them to be cautious and avoid providing these new options to the
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full campus community until they have the opportunity to test them, at least
on a smaller scale. Piloting new initiatives within their Honors community can
provide a safe and informative trial run. Given the structural flexibility that
many Honors programs have, integrating a new pilot program into the mix can
often be manageable. Furthermore, Honors students are happy to engage and
can be very forthcoming and articulate when providing feedback about how
certain initiatives worked for them and their peers.

Honors at Northeastern University has sought out opportunities to be a
site for pilot testing of new initiatives, such as our university’s new learning
framework, Self-Authored Integrated Learning (SAIL). Honors students were
introduced to this learning framework, and accompanying app, more than one
year before the larger campus. The Honors pilot provided campus leaders
with a great deal of information about how this learning framework could be
effectively introduced to the larger campus community.

By opening itself as a site for innovation and experimentation, Honors
programs can help lead change for the university community.

The Joys of Being HIP
While there are some disadvantages to being a hub of experimentation
and testing (including feeling as though the program is in a seemingly constant
state of change), the advantages of being an Innovation Playground (being
HIP) may outweigh the costs.

Becoming recognized as a site for innovation and experimentation can
provide a mechanism for building support and gaining “buy-in” across the
campus. For example, when Deans see that the initiatives developed through
Honors are later being brought to their departments, they can better appreciate
the Honors mission. They can see real benefits for investing in Honors. This
also helps the departments and colleges to adjust their mindset of Honors as a
program that caters only to the “elite” to one that can benefit all students on the
campus.

At Northeastern, our goal is for the entire campus to view Honors as
THE go-to place when they want to experiment with new models. This stance
is helping to set a new place for us at the table whereby Honors is not simply
representing a “niche” program for a select few, but is an essential player in the
discussion of how to best design and implement educational innovations that
will move our university forward.
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6X6: A LEARNING FRAMEWORK FOR THE
HONORS PROGRAM AT ILLINOIS STATE
UNIVERSITY

The aim of the presentation is to discuss 6X6, which is the learning
framework for the Honors Program at Illinois State University. This learning
framework is the result of a redesign of our program that occurred approximately
five years ago.

We have about 1300 hundred undergraduate students in Honors, which
comprises approximately 7% of [llinois State University’s population (we have
about 21,000 students at the university). This year we have our second largest
incoming class of Honors students, and we also have our most diverse class to
date. About 30% of our incoming Honors students come from underrepresented
backgrounds, so we are excited to have a more equitable and representative
program.

The 6X6 model represents our program’s learning framework. We
redesigned our program 5 years ago, and we were intentional to start with the
learning outcomes that we wanted our students to develop upon completion of
the program. We call our learning outcomes the Dimension of Honors Learning
(Pic. 1), and they are woven throughout the opportunities that we provide our
students, which we call Honors Learning Experiences.

When considering learning outcomes for our students, we examined the
types of skills that we wanted our students to develop upon graduation from
the university and our program. We decided on Six Dimensions of Honors
Learning, which we believe are essential for students to be successful in their
careers and as global citizen. The Dimensions of Honors Learning are:

1. Critical Thinking - We believe in helping our students examine what they
are learning in order to create new solutions to societal issues.

2. Interdisciplinary Learning - We want our students to not only focus on
their major, but also to make connections to general education courses
and other subjects.

3. Information Fluency - Our students are overwhelmed with information,
from the internet, to different news platforms, to social media. We
help our students to determine the credibility of information to make
informed decisions.

4.  Creative Productivity - We want all of our students—not just students in
fine arts—to be creative in their disciplines and contribute innovation to
their fields.

5. Leadership Development - This is a common learning outcome for
Honors Programs and Colleges. We provide students tangible behaviors
to develop their leadership abilities.
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6. Intercultural Competence - We added this dimension last year. It is
very important for our students to develop as global citizens, which
includes appreciating the cultures of others and being able to collaborate
effectively.

Students participate in the Honors Program by completing Honors
Learning Experiences (Pic.2). These experiences help students develop the
Dimensions of Honors Learning. I will discuss each of these in more detail.

All incoming Honors Students are required to complete Honors Mindset
Seminar, a one credit hour graded course, in their first semester. The seminar
teaches students about learning theories and challenges them to pursue not
just earning an “A” in a course, but making deep connections with course
content. Students also read articles related to each of the Dimensions of Honors
Learning to better understand critical thinking, creative productive, etc. An ISU
instructor and an Honors Peer Mentor, who is an upper-class Honors student,
teach the course. Our students enjoy having an Honors Peer Mentor to develop
community and trust in the classroom.

After successful completion of Honors Mindset Seminar, students are
able to take Advanced Honors Seminars, which focus on a Dimension of
Honors Learning, such as Leadership and Interdisciplinary topics.
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Honors Sections are sections of general education or introductory major
courses that are reserved just for Honors students. These courses are typically
smaller than general sections, are focused on deeper learning of the material,
and are generally more discussion based. Professors enjoy teaching Honors
students and they are able to develop a good professional relationship with
them.

Honors students can take a course they are currently enrolled in and
make it an Honors course by completing an Honors Contract. Students choose
a course they are enrolled in and determine a project of their choosing that
relates to a topic in the course curriculum. They then work with the professor
of the course to complete the project, typically taking 15 hours over the course
of the semester. The Honors Contract is very open-ended and will result in any
product that the student desires to create.

Our Honors student pictured is Sarah, a graphic design major. She
decided to complete an Honors Contract in her graphic design course, where
she was learning about design software. For her Honors Contract, she design
a mascot for the Honors Program, called the Nerdbird. Sarah worked with her
professor throughout the semester and used and design software to create the
mascot.

Honors Research is an opportunity for any Honors student to pursue,
not just our STEM and social science majors. Professors in all disciplines are
conducting research, and Honors Research affords our students the opportunity
to learn from them.

We offer three types of Honors Research. Honors Undergraduate
Research allows a student to work under the direction of a faculty member’s
current work to learn research methodology.

Honors Independent Studies allow a student to focus on their own
research topic and create a paper, performance, or presentation of what they
have learned. They have a faculty supervisor to help with the process. Finally,
the Honors Thesis is usually completed in the senior year. A student will
design their own research study, implement the study, and write a professional
thesis of their findings. They will then defend their thesis to the faculty of the
department.

Honors Explorations are an innovative opportunity for our students.
Explorations are 5 week, non-graded and non-credit generating courses on
unique topics. Students don’t register for an Exploration, they don’t earn a
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grade nor do they pay tuition for it. This affords students the ability to learn for
the sake of learning and not having the pressure to earn an A in the Exploration.
As long as they attend each class, complete the assigned readings, and finish a
cumulating project, they successfully complete the Exploration.

Illinois State University professors submit proposals to teach an
Exploration on a topic they are passionate about. It could be innovative topics
in their field or interdisciplinary topics, and if selected, they receive a stipend
to teach the Exploration. In the past, we have taught Honors Explorations
on drones in agriculture, mindfulness, cybervictimization, and Hollywood
censorship.

Our final Honors Learning Experience is Honors Travel. We offer one
international travel experience and one domestic travel experience per year,
both of which are typically offered over spring break.

The director of our Honors Program leads the international trip each
year, beginning with selecting a country to visit. Last year our students went
to Panama over spring break. Students sign up for a general education course,
which meets for 6 weeks before the trip and is taught by the director. It is an
interdisciplinary course, so our students learned about the history, economy,
educational system, and culture of Panama. They then travelled to Panama
for 10 days and went on several excursions such as visiting a local school,
exploring the rainforest, and meeting an indigenous people group. Following
the trip, the students wrote reflections on what they learned by being a traveler,
how their experience related to their major, and how they view themselves as
a global citizen.

Our domestic trip is a service related experience in collaboration with
Alternative Spring Break, a service group on campus. We have a group of
student leaders who plan the entire service trip, from selecting a state to travel,
to partnering with a local community organization, to planning lodging and
meals. Students sign up for Honors Alternative Spring break and meet 6 times
before the trip to learn about the social issue we are serving, the reflection
process, and team building. They serve at the location for a week and have a
final reflection project upon returning. Last year a group of Honors students
went to New Orleans to teach youth about financial literacy in partnership with
Junior Achievement.

After their first semester, Honors students are required to complete one
Honors Learning Experience per semester to remain in good standing in our
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program. Which Honors Learning Experience a student participates in is his
or her choice. Some may choose a variety of Honors Learning Experiences
during their time in Honors, while others may focus on repeating a few Honors
Learning Experiences to meet their academic goals. The examples on the
screen are of four students who chose eight Honors Learning Experiences each
from freshmen year to senior year.

Each student’s participation in Honors is unique, which allows students
to customize their experience.

There are a few additional opportunities offered by our Honors Program.
We have a thriving Honors community, which is led by our Student Leadership
Team. These leaders serve as either Honors Peer Mentors, who assist in
Honors Mindset Seminar, or as Community Assistants, who plan social events
throughout the year. We have social events about once per month such as
dodgeball tournaments, a welcome picnic, and our annual Graham Cracker
Challenge. We also coordinate with students to present their research at various
student research conferences.

Students have the option of living in Honors Housing, which are three
floors in one of our residence halls reserved for Honors students. The students
enjoy living among students with similar views on academics, and they
appreciate having programming that is just for them.

One of the features that I highly encourage for Honors Programs
and Colleges is Honors advising. We have Honors advisors who meet with
every freshman student at least twice per year. We assist students with their
transition to the university, help them navigate involvement opportunities,
plan classes for each semester, and support them in their selection of Honors
Learning Experiences, among other duties. Once students are in their second
year of school and above, they are welcome to meet with an Honors Advisor
for Honors related and general guidance. Our students greatly appreciate the
individualized attention that we provide.

This is the broad overview of the learning framework of the Honors
Program at Illinois State University.

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The concept of the International Honors Internship was born during
the experiential education I have got while participating in Work & Travel
program. By studying research on the theme of intercultural communication
and conducting survey among the students of SibFU Honors College, the
necessity of International Internship was proven.

Participants of the program are students from all over the world, who
come working and traveling around the USA for four months. According to
the program description, the main aim of the program is cultural awareness.
[1] My major is a human resources management and professionally I always
focus on the corporate culture creation and operational, strategic and conflict
management. [2] During two periods of working and traveling even taking low
positions, I have realized how the management of organization works in the
USA. Moreover, I practiced skills, that I got during studying at the University.
Work and Travel program is an example of the ‘experiential education’ for
international students. I believe that experiential education highly beneficial for
honors students worldwide. During the participation in the program, I worked
at Macdonald’s, Dunkin Donuts and at the Mexican restaurant. My colleagues
were Americans and students from the Czech Republic, Thailand, Lithuania,
Mexico, Uruguay, China, Ukraine, Morocco. All of us spoke English but on
a different level. It wasn’t easy to communicate at work. From time to time
we suffered from misunderstanding in our communication, and the language
wasn’t the only reason for it. A big issue was a difference in our mentality and
cultural background. I had noticed that Europeans took a leader’s role more
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often than Asians. Mexicans and Americans can have fun at work and stay
focused at the same time. For instance, it’s not how business in Russia works.

I will provide you with two examples of how differences in meanings
of basic cultural concepts can lead to misunderstanding. The first case I took
from a book ‘Communication through cultural differences’ written by Beth
Fisher. [3] In that book, an author describes a cultural concept of the urgency.
In Chinese business culture ‘urgently’ means within a day or a week, while in
American business culture ‘urgently’ means right now. The story told by Beth
Fisher shows how the concept of the word can influence on the work coherence
at the international company. The second example is a cultural concept of
help and teamwork in American and Russian culture. While I was working in
America, [ saw that my American co-workers are mostly individualistic, while
Russian are more collectivistic. Through my experiential education I realized
that communication can be a key to getting the best results at work.

I think that the future is open for humans with global citizenship
values. And such things as international collaboration and teamwork, different
kinds of international internship are the true values of the future. This is
why I propose the idea of the International Honors Internship project. The
project of the International Honors Internship is able to meet the needs of the
Honors students, striving to become global citizens and to build a career in
the International community. An international company is an example of the
international community.

I made a research asking on the subject of demand for the global
citizenship values among the Honors students of Siberian Federal University.
The survey shows that:

More than 60% of respondents surveyed said that they have insufficient
ordon’thave an experience of communication with people from other countries.

57% of our students would like to work at the international company.

There are plenty of international internship programs or exchange
programs between universities such as Global Experiences, ISEP and etc.
A distinctive feature of them is focusing on studying or working, while the
project I present is mainly focusing on a collaboration and communication
with other students. [4]

The points that differ the International Honors Internship program from
the mentioned programs are:

1. The involvement into participation students of Honors Colleges,
located in 8 different countries;

2. Experiential education: studying soft skills by the online course
(specially developed for this program) and using those skills in practice by
solving real-life business cases in the International organization;

The project that I propose will consist of several stages.

e  Students from the Honors Colleges all over the world write motivation
letters and National Council Honors College develops an online
educational course for the Internship participants

e National Council Honors College choose from 1 to 3 students from each
country for interning, and selected students take an online course.

A mentor from NCHC and chosen organization create an Internship
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program.

Students come to the chosen county and organization, where they are
working under a solving business case and get feedback from the mentors
about the quality of their solutions, coherence of their teamwork and using
soft skills.

At the end of the month, students share their contact information with
each other and the company representative, define the direction of the future
scientific or business collaboration.

As outcomes of the Honors International Internship project, I see the
benefits for the participants, honors society as a whole, for international
companies and for the world in general.

1. Students outcomes are:

a) Experiential education in the fields of soft skills and intercultural
communication;

b) Expanding the cultural worldview;

c¢) Working experience in the international company.

2. Honors society outcomes are:
Exchanging contact details between honors colleges and businesses
organizations all over the world.
3. Internship outcomes for international companies:
1. Get a creative decision of their business case by the International
Honors team,;
2. Staff capacity from the range of the Honors students;
3. Development the employer-brand.
4. Internship outcomes for the globe:
1. Ridding of the national stereotypes;
2. Promoting global citizenship values.

Conclusion
To sum up, I want to emphasize that International Honors Internship
program is aimed at the breaking cultural barriers among the Honors College
students from all over the world and practicing their soft skills by handling
with real-life business cases. My firm belief is that as we are aiming at the
intercultural communication, soft skills, and global citizenship values, we need
to bring together students of different majors. A double challenge is to find
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common ground with a person of a different nationality and major. I consider
that the project of International Honors Internship program can help to raise
humans with global citizenship values, ready for intercultural communication
by using soft skills.
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Ozu Yasujiro is perhaps the most written about and discussed Japanese
filmmaker in all of cinema, due to his very distinctive style. Overthe decades
which he produced work his style became so consistent that anyone acquainted
with the look and feel of his films could see a single frame of an Ozu and
know it was under his direction. The filmmaking practices that set Ozu apart
were his “pillow shots”, disorienting narrative ellipsis, and his strange use (or
misuse) of line of sight and screen direction. The subject matter that his films
explore is also just as consistent as their visual character, mostly interested in
quaint domestic dramas that chronicle the breaking up of a family unit (most
likely through a daughter getting married or intergenerational conflict between
parents and children). Although Ozu’s films may appear to be simple they have
confounded film scholars both in Japan and the west for their unconventional
approach to the craft. Scholars such as David Bordwell, Noel Burch, and Donald
Richie have spent large parts of their careers trying to nail down just what Ozu
was doing in his cinema and trying to find both a reason and an argument for
the affect Ozu’s cinema has on the viewer. This paper is not concerned with
any reasons for why Ozu’s cinema is so idiosyncratic, but is more curious in
the affect that it has on the viewer. With the help of film theories who focused
their writings to the concept of film realism such as Andre Bazin and Siegfried
Kracauer I hope to build an argument for Ozu’s cinema as a cinema focused on
the present moment. I hope to place Ozu’s work in the canon of film realism
and by doing so observe different ways in which film scholars can interpret the
works of Ozu.

Before going any further a brief introduction to Ozu’s life and career

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may be helpful as it will provide context for what we discuss in the paper.
Ozu began his long career in the 1920’s and it would last well into the 1960°s,
stretching not only from silent films to sound but also from black and white
to color, with each of these developments not doing very much to changehis
narrative and visual style. In the early days of the Japanese film industry
there were essentially two genres of films, jidai-geki which were films that
recreated scenes of the countries violent feudal years and gendai-geki, which
Ozu directed, modern dramas about family life (Dixon & Foster, 2010). During
World War 11 Ozu avoided being a part of the Japanese waretime motion picture
industry, producing three important film during this period, What Did the Lady
Forget? (1937), The Toda Brothers and Sisters (1941), and There Was a Father
(1942). Ozu then took a six year hiatus from cinema, returning in 1947 to film
The Record of a Tenement Gentleman. It is here that we see Ozu move into his
mature period and although there is much to be gained from viewing his earlier
work it is in this later period that he released his most important films. Wheeler
Winston Dixon and Gwendolyn Audrey Forester sum up this period of Ozu’s
career in their book 4 Short History of Film.

In all these films, he seemed more interested in the interior lives of his
characters than in any external form that might affect their lives. He refined
his use of off-screen space (significant action that occurs outside the frame,
and is thus unseen by the audience) while further developing his predilection
for what has been termed “pillow shots”... which create a sense of atmosphere
that punctuates and underscores the film’s emotional center. As the war ended,
Ozu’s highly personal style became more and more sophisticated in its intricacy
and structure. His pillow shots became his signature, along with his insistence
on static setups, precise framing, and an avoidance of moving camera shots.
(Dixon & Foster, 2010, p. 162)

After his death in 1963 at the age of 60 he left behind a body of work that
was just as enigmatic, humane, and mysterious as he himself was. Ozu enjoyed
sake, he never married and on his gravestone is the Japanese character mu
which translates to “nothing”.

First we will talk about the most frustrating yet endlessly interesting
aspects of Ozu’s work, his use of narrative ellipsis. In her paper, Mindful
Spectator ship: Ozu Yasujiro Susan Mason describes this technique and its
use in Ozu’s cinema. Ellipsis is a “basic film and literary device of omitting
information that is obvious to spectators and readers” (Mason, 2015). An
example of an Ozu ellipsis in action can be found in his 1961 film The End of
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Summer.

“[the scene] begins in an Osakabar where the family uncle introduces a
perspective suitortohis widowed niece, Akiko. Shortly after their introduction,
Akiko excuses herself the telephone her sister. The camera photographers
her from behind as she walks away between bar stools and booths. Next we
see her walking down a hallway. But where? The music behind the bar scene
continues so I struggle to imagine the layout of the bar. However, it turns out
this passageway is her apartment building where she meet s her sister. Geist
notes that Ozu ‘violates ... narrative norms’ by leaving out her phone call.”
(Mason, 2015)

This technique has become such a part of Ozu’s cinema, especially in the
case of his suitor characters that David Bordwell coined the motif the “Case of
the Disappearing Suitor”.

In “Early Summer"” (1951) Noriko’s potential suitor is the family’s
focus for at least half the film, but she never meets him and she surprises her
family and us by choosing to marry a neighbor we all overlooked. In Late
Spring (1949) our only hint about the suitor Noriko does marry is that he looks
like Gary Cooper. In Ozu’s last film, An Autumn Afternoon (1962), a potential
suitor for Michiko is mentioned in the first five minutes of the film but it takes
her widowed father over half the film to accept the idea.” (Mason, 2015)

How this technique effects the realism of Ozu’s cinema can be seen
well in Mason’s commentary on his film Early Spring (1956) as follows:”The
family is a young working class couple whose son has died. The absence of
children and extended family leave the couple unmoored with work as a poor
substitute for home life. In a departure from the other season films, we never
see this couple eating together and commuting supplants routines at home.
Shoji, the young husband, who has a dead-end job as a salaryman, has an
affair with a flirtatious co-worker. However, most of the affair occurs in Ozu’s
narrative folds, so we, as well as shoji’s wife are unsure of the duration. The
acting is highly restrained so, as with Ozu;s other films, we can only infer how
characters feel by closely watching what they do... Ozu’s ellipsis often conceal
characters making decisions. Instead, we seethe effects of decisions and have
to guess at possible causes. Thus, with his coy use of ellipses, hiding what
spectators expect to see, Ozu disrupts causality and anchors us in the enigmatic
present.” (Mason, 2015)

By firmly planting the viewer in this “enigmatic present” the viewer is
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forced to, as Mason points out, make inferences based on very little knowledge
of character motivation and action, as thesethings were hidden in the “narrative
folds” of Ozu’s ellipses. Whereas in classical Hollywood cinema the audience
expects to know some information that other characters in the story are not
privy too, heightening the dramatic tension. But in Ozu’s world, the opposite
happens, where we are forced to only know as much as some characters such
as Shoji’s wife in Early Spring. This simulates the uncertainty that we often
feel in our own waking life outside of the space of the theater. By placing us
in a scene with limited knowledge of the actions that came before, only able to
“seethe effects of decisions and have to guess at possible causes” the audience
must use their powers of observation and are further invited, or forced, to take
part in the scene. These gaps in the viewers knowledge emulates the gaps in
knowledge that we feel as we take part in conversations in our waking lives;
where information is divulged to us for”’dramatic tension”. Instead we make
inferences and guesses, trying to get into the heads of the characters. Unlike
many western films in which we are invited into the heads of our characters
and all motivation, action, and emotion is made obvious to the audience. By
obscuring bits of his stories Ozu enhances the realism of his films by forcing
the audience to read more into his scenes than they would if he had made the
story in a more conventional narrative style.

Another way in which Ozu brings the audience deeper into his film is
in another of his narrative eccentricities, his unconventional attitude towards
scene direction. Ozu was known for favoring an aesthetically pleasing shot
over an alternative that may have fit better with the scene’s spacial continuity.
AsNoelBurch explains in his book 7o the Distant Observer:Form and Meaning
in the Japanese Cinema:

He seemed never quite ‘sure’ about or ‘properly’ concerned with eyeline
and screen direction matching. Sometimes these were ‘right’, sometimes
not. Since this was still common in Japan and not uncommon in Europe and
even America, this might not seem extraordinary. In 1933, however, he began
systematically to set up his camera in such a way as to produce invariably
incorrect eyeliner matches. Moreover, he continued this practice until the end
of his career.. Once one is aware of this trait one necessarily sees it as the
consequence of a deliberate choice, as part of a fundamental textual economy
(Burch, 1979, p. 179).

This was much to the chagrin of Ozu’s editor, Hamamura Yoshiyasu,
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who told Ozu that the eyeline matching was “wrong”, Ozu filmed a shot-
reverse-shot sequence both the “right” way and his own way. After screening
the two sequences Ozu only cryptically responded, “There is no difference”
and continued to film his shot reverse shot sequences his own way. (Burch,
1979) But we know that this mismatching of eye lines creates a very big
difference and potentially has a profound affect upon the viewer’s experience.
Burch argues that this artistic choice challengesthe western style of filmmaking
in two ways. First, it challenges the notion of continuity. The ey elines not
matching creates, as Burch calls it, a “jolt” in the film. The viewer temporarily
becomes displaced in the film and it takes a moment to regain a sense of
direction within the diagetic space. Secondly, Ozu’s disregard for convention
obliterates the viewer’s inclusion in the diageses. To paraphrase Burch, when
the viewer much reconfigure their position in space the “trap of participation
no longer function in quite the same way” (Burch, 1979). This was not merely
an aspect of Ozu’s cinema that came about because of his “japaneseness”,
in no other contemporaries of Ozu do we see this eye line mismatch being
displayed. So we can infer that it is a deliberate choice on the part of Ozu. This
leaves the meaning of what Ozu is trying to communicate with this technique
open to interpretation. In placing it in the larger context of Ozu’s, apparently
conscious, apathy to the dominant cinematic storytelling convention as well
as how these choices relate to the realism of his film I postulate that these
eye line “mistakes” serve the same function to screen direction as his ellipses
have on his narratives. In disorienting the viewer he makes each shot in his
shot-reverse-shot sequences its own world, in which characters are separated
from each other. As Burch puts it, “their representations are not to be taken
for granted”, this enhances the meditative nature of Ozu’s cinema (Burch
1979). By dislocating the viewer from the diegesis Ozu display s a hostility to
the viewer being able to fully enter the world of the film and identify with its
rhythm. Instead he keeps the viewer at a distance, changing the terms of our
participation. In an Ozu film we are not involved in the action as we may be
in a Kurosawa picture, instead we are merely distant observers of the lives of
Ozu’s characters.

The cinema of Ozu Yasujiro acts as a window into the world of mid-
century Japanese family life by way of his manipulation of time through
editing and shooting. [ am talking, of course, about one of the most well-known
aspects of Ozu’s filmmaking, his use of what Burchcoined “pillow-shots”. In
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an Ozu film a “pillow-shot” refers to clusters of inserts featuring inanimate
objects such as teapots, scenes of an empty street, or of a vase. With Ozu, it is
hard to pinpoint why he decided to include the inserts and how he chose which
objects to film for pillow shots. Much scholarly attention has been paid to these
shots, tryingto find what it could be that Ozu is trying to say using them. One of
his most famous pillow shots, the vase shot from Late Spring, which Abe Mark
Hones mentions in his essay, “The Riddle of the Vase: Ozu Yasujiro’s Late
Spring” in which he states the following: “Nothingin all of Ozu’s films has
sparked such conflicting explanations; everyone seems compelled to weigh in
on this scene, invoking it as a key example in their arguments”. He goes on to
list scholarly theories such as it is a “false POV” to the vase being a “feminine
symbol” and another who puts for the idea that the vase is a “container for
our emotions” (Hones, 2007). Instead of attemptingto uproot the meaning of
Ozu’s pillow shots I want to talk about their effect on the viewer and how their
observational quality lends the films of Ozu their realism. The pillow shot has
the function of elongating time in Ozu’s films. As Michell Pignott says in his
paper, “The Continuous Present in Ozu Yasujiro’s Late Spring”, “Film can
represent the passage of time and, in so doing can alter the way it is perceived.
Time, used by the film-maker, is an expressive tool as potent as any of the more
material elements of the mis-en-scene, such as lighting set design, costumes, or
camera movement” (Pigott, 2008). But this altering of the way time is perceived
by use of pillow shots does not seem to fit our definition of a realist film because
Ozu here is not showing the world as it is experienced but is instead altering or
“framing” our sense of time. [ would argue that this does not disqualify Ozu’s
filmography from the canon of realist cinema. In his paperMichel Pigott argues
that there is no dislocation that occurs when Ozu cuts to his pillow shots, that
the shots are in fact a part of the diegesis or the world of the film because time,
in many of Ozu’sfilms, is undefined. Pignott uses Late Spring as an example,
“In the case of [the tea ceremony sequence at the beginning of the film]... the
cutaways are spatially consistent with the diegesis, but temporally ill-defined
within it, so that they alter the viewer’s perception of the entire sequence.
The movement away from the action and back again makes the length of the
ceremony uncertain” (Pigott, 2008). Not only would it dramatically affect the
tone and composition of the scene if we disregarded the “still-life’s” but as
Pignott also points out it would force us to, “translate the film form into a
purely literary form, thereby rejecting the very element that distinguishes film
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as an effective art medium” (Pignott, 2008). Looking at Ozu’s pillow shots this
way it can be argued that the strategy can in fact put the viewer more in touch
with the reality of the film than if it was shot conventionally. Ozu so connects
the viewer to the way in which his characters live their lives, long drawn out
days spent in tea ceremonies, writing, riding their bicycle, and fishing. Ozu’s
pillow shots place us in, as well as allow us to be surrounded by, the provincial
world in which his characters and stories inhabit. We can look to Kraucer’s
film metaphysics to help us navigate this territory, quotes taken from Jeeshan
Gazi’s paper, “Redeeming Kraucer’s Theory of Film’”. Kraucer argues that
when films presents objects in a “temporally dislocated” fashion they enhance
the realism of the film by giving us access to “different realities or dimensions
of reality, and our situation is such that not all of these worlds are equally
available to us. (Gazi, 2016). It is certain filmic “routes of pas sage” that give
us access to these different dimensions of reality, Ozu’s preferred route of
passage being the pillow shot. As Gazi states, paraphrasing Kraucer, “Film
reveals aspects of physical reality that we may neglect because they are over-
familiar, too transient to be properly acknowledged, or of no use” (Gazi, 2016).
This attention to the details of his character’s world is in its way a realism.
Noel Burch in his work does a thorough examination of how the pillow shot
developed through Ozu’scareer and catalogs the many different ways that
the shots interact with the diagesis. But Burch feels that the main effect of
the pillow shot is that it hints at a timeless place or present, calling these the
“purest” of the pillow shots because they do not interact with the diagsis. They
exist in their own space away from the narrative. In Ozu’s pillow shots we may
be looking at what Bazin would consider to be “True Realism”, a celebration of
film’s ontological reality. This reality of film lies in its ability to record reality
as it is objectively. This is discussed in quotes by Bazin found in an article by
Sam Ishii-Gonzales entitled, “Bazin and Cinematic Realism”. “Bazin reminds
us, in this context, that the term in French for a camera lens is objectif (Ishii-
Gongzales, 2011). By this term, he seems to want not only to stress the objective
nature of the camera instrument (the camera as an optical tool) but also to make
us see how this results in a unique object. As he says, “Forthe first time, the
only thing to come between an object and its representation is another object.
For the first time, an image of the outside world takes shape automatically,
without creative human intervention, following a strict determinism” (Ishii-
Gonzales, 2011). The photographic object is not an approximation of the
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object but “the object itself. This may help us to see more clearly whatKraucer
was concerned with when he talked about film giving us access to different
“dimensions of reality”. When Ozu diverts our attention to a vase or a teapot
he is not concerned with narrative but on observing the beauty of the world his
stories take place in. By reframing the common household objects and empty
streets he gives the viewer access to this world as well and invites us to take a
moment to view these spaces and objects differently, despite how it may halt
the story a little.

Bazin as well as many of the theorist discussed never mentioned Ozu,
it was only in the 70’s when Ozu’s films made it to the U.S. that western film
scholars began to write about him. It is here that some weariness is needed,
western writers discussing Ozu usually do notknow how to react due to
how consistently the director shrugged off conventionally western means of
narratology in film. The techniques of Ozu discussed throughout this paper is,
in some ways, a catalog of what Ozu did not find useful in the classical mode
of film storytelling. It is precisely this that makes the filmmaker so interesting
yet confounding to film theorist. The influence of his style is still evident today
in the work of directors such as Wes Anderson, Jim Jarmusch, Hirokazu Kore-
eda, and Wim Wenders to name only a very few. Today, over 50 years after his
death Ozu still remains one of the most discussed filmmaker in all of cinema.
His stark defiance against screen direction, his strange narrative ellipsis, and
his famous “pillow shots” leave much material for scholars to mull over,
theorize, and discuss.

But there is nonetheless a consistent theme which emerges from his
technique that is a hostility toward the notion of a film as a whole. By disrupting
the viewer’s participation and involvement in the film, the “suturing” process,
and disregarding consistent screen direction and narrative causality Ozu
turns us into distant observers ourselves. He disregards any way in which he
may present the film as a totality and instead brings us a series of individual
moments, a cinema that exist always in the emerging present. This can be
seen as a realism in that it is more true to film as an object and to our own
lives outside the theater. As we watch a film, at any given moment we are
only observing one frame of the 24 that flash before our eyes per second. Yet
these individual moments create an illusion of motion. Even at its most basic
level cinema is a type of lie, a trick of light and speed. Just as in our waking
lives we create narrative and stories around our experiences which helps to
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give us our own illusion of wholeness, of forward motion. In actuality all we
are ever witnessing is a series of moments. Ozu’s cinema ask us to break apart
these narratives we build around ourselves and view them critically. To see the
usefulness and beauty of savoring the pas sing moments and not live waiting for
an imagined future, or holding on to a disappearing past.

What we can say about Ozu and the many films he made before his
untimely death is that they are in large part defined by paradoxical means. They
are at once both heartwarming yet practical. Overflowing with emotion and at the
same time highly restrained. Dealing in large, universal and timeless themes of
family and loyalty, love and desire; but also take delight in the minutest details
of the world that they exist in. They do away with conventional techniques to
suture the audience into the world of the film yet have no problem in captivating
viewers. Whereas in a paradox the two contradictory statements cannot exist at
the same time, Ozu’s contradictions create a harmony that demands respect and
admiration. Like the quiet, complicated man that composed them Ozu’s film’s
remain in the consciousness of film lovers because they do not shy away from
the complexities of human relationships. Presenting his actors performances
and emotions in bare, unadorned close-ups accompanied by serene long takes
of the world they live in. Across all of his stylistic irregularities there lies a
consistent emphasis on the importance of the moment. The moment that a life
altering announcement is made, or moments spent drinking tea, writing, riding
bicycles or simply looking over the rock garden in the backyard. Ozu deserves
to be remembered today because in our hurried, complicated, and self-focused
lives his films implore us to sit down and revel in the static beauty of the present.
